CUPS OF 5.25 % LAUNDRY BLEACH

16 cups = 1 gallon

1. Add laundry bleach to approximately 10 gallons of water.
2. Pour solution in well, being sure to coat the inner wall of the casing.
3. Using a hose, re-circulate the water back into the well until a chlorine odor is present.
4. Run water through every faucet until strong chlorine smell is present.
5. Let stand several hours, preferably overnight.
6. After letting water stand, discharge water from all outlets until chlorine odor dissipates.
7. Resume normal use, except for drinking and food preparation.  Re-test water after 7-10

days.
